HOW TO…

BOOST YOUR GRADE THROUGH REDRAFTING

FACT: Careful redrafting can boost your GCSE grade by up to 50%. This means making an E into a C, a D into a B … etc.

Fact: 
You have to approach redrafting systematically.

Fact: 
Proper redrafting will take around 2 hours

Grade E:
Look at structure. You won't be using paragraphs and sentences to make your ideas clear. Read your work critically. Make it make sense. Vary the sentences. Give it some life with more description.

Grade D:
Look at sentences. Make sure you're writing different length sentences and using full stops at the end of them. Expect to have made 1 spelling error every three lines. Find them! Add more detail to your work. Bring it to life more. 

Grade C:
Make sure you're putting full stops in the right place - mostly you will be. Now add life to the vocabulary. Go for interesting visual words. Instead of "he walked down the street" say "he stumbled across the pavement … he sauntered in the gutter …etc". Make your writing visual. Give lots of description. Make sure you're got: plot / description / dialogue to add variety to your work.

Step 1: open your book

Step 4: Read through for style - especially visual vocabulary / senses in every paragraph
